* Oppose all laws permitting warrant-less domestic
surveillance by agencies of the Federal government;

 The right of people of all sexual orientations and gender
identities to marry and to obtain the full legal benefits
provided by marriage;

* Opposition to government definition of marriage;

* Development of legally viable definition of "disability" in
Washington State based on the Federal Americans with
Disability Act (ADA) to protect the rights of people with
disabilities;

* Full accommodation and accessibility for all people;

* Support returning veterans who need government
services, accommodation, and accessibility;
